This schedule does not contain every aspect of our FAL focus, but does address many of the main components.  Teachers have access to previous materials.

	Sept. 2011
	Introduced Formative Assessment Lessons to teacher leaders.  Teacher leaders participated in “Boomerang” FAL.

	Oct. 2011
	Teachers participated in “Increasing and Decreasing Percent” FAL.  Compared the 5 Formative Assessment Strategies to the CASL 7 Strategies of Assessment for Student Learning.  Teachers asked to attempt first FAL in their classroom.

	Nov. 2011
	Guest speaker from a pilot district shared her teachers’ story of implementing FALs.  Teachers analyzed and completed a reflection sheet on their implementation of FAL.  Teachers were given opportunity to share and discuss with other teachers their successes and concerns.

	Jan. 2012
	Teachers analyzed FAL components and were introduced to Problem-based Lessons that would pull FAL strategies into their classrooms on a more regular basis.

	Feb. 2012
	Reviewed components and processes of a FAL.  Teachers participated in a Formative Assessment Lesson.  Teachers were to implement a Formative Assessment Lesson with their students before March meeting.  Teacher leaders made connections between Characteristics of Highly Effective Teaching and Learning with the Formative Assessment Lesson processes.

	Mar. 2012
	Participants were given time to complete a reflection guide on their FAL implementation.  Teachers shared with other teachers their successes and struggles with their implementation.  Teachers worked together to complete a Problem-based Lesson that contained many FAL components.

	Sept. 2012
	Teachers reviewed 5 strategies of Formative Assessment and reviewed their layout of implementation in year one.  Teachers worked with district level teams to begin planning what a “scale up” in their district may look like.  Teachers were asked to take plan to district team.  

	Nov. 2012
	Participants deepened understanding of 5 Strategies of Formative Assessment by analyzing and sharing evidence form videoed lessons.  Teachers were to implement another FAL with their students with a focus on selecting a FAL that fit into current content.

	Jan. 2013
	Teachers will return and share successes and struggles of FAL implementation as well as any student work.  Teachers will reflect on district “scale up” of Formative Assessment Lessons.
